Major Cyril
Jonathan Elias noticed that partially burnt unexploded explosi-
ves posed a grave risk to life for any one clearing the ammuni-
tion by physical handling, as a slightest jerk could explode each

izce of ammnunition with disastrous effect to the surroundings.
Suach dangarous explosives are, under the.normal circumstances,
demolished at its location after taking all safety precautions in
accordance with current regulations.  However, such an action
would have resulted in the tanks being completely destroyed.
{n order to save the tanks, Major Elias adopted a course of
action, for beyond the call of his duty, and at grave risk to his
own life, to extricate each piece of partially burnt and unexplo-
ded ammunition and carryving the same to a safe distance from
the tanks for disposal.

Captain Haripal Singh Ahluwaliz volyltecred 10 Accempfny
the raiding column, which marched for two days and two nights
before coming in contact with the hostiles, As the &ssaulting
troops lad by Captajn Ahluwalia were closing up to the camp,
2 hostilo sentry opefgd fire from a coticetled bunker from a
distance. Captnin Abluwalia got the flrst burst of the hostile
Sub Maching Gun firp on his right shoulder.
